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SUMARUL DATELOR OBTINUTE

Cunogtim’:e

» Nivelul cunostintelor despre grupurile de sdnge si cunoasterea propriului grup de
sange de catre respondenti au fost inalte (93—-95%). Respondenti cunosc cine ar trebui
si cine nu ar trebui sa doneze si Tn ce situatii sunt necesare componentele de sange;
de asemenea ei au putut numi si bolile care ar putea fi transmise printr-o transfuzie
de sange.

P Existd lacune in cunostintele privind frecventa dondrii sangelui, si mai existi o
conceptie gresita cum ca un donator de sange din Moldova s-ar putea infecta cu ceva
in timpul donarii de sange. Mesajul major al companiei informationale este faptul ca
nu este posibil a contracta o boala in timpul donarii de sange, de vreme ce folosirea
echipamentului de unica folosinta in Moldova este un standard incepand cu 2001.

Atitudini fata de donarea de singe

P Majoritatea respondentilor au avut o parere pozitivd despre donarea de singe (86%);
doar 1% au avut o parere negativa.

P Majoritatea considerd ca oamenii nu doneazi singe, deoarece nu sunt eligibili din
motive de varsta si stare de sanatate si datorita fricii si a unui nivel jos de informare.

» Opiniile despre cea mai bund optiune de donare de singe au fost urmatoarele:
donatori-rude (37%); donarea voluntara, neremunerata (26%) si donarea platita (23%).
Donarea autologa de sange (autodonarea) este cea mai putin cunoscuta optiune de
donare de sange; doar 9% din respondenti au bifat-o.

Factori motivanti pentru donare

» Conform parerii unei treimi din respondenti, cel mai eficient mod de a-i motiva sa
doneze ar fi sa fie intrebati personal; doar 12% au considerat ca mai multa informatie
despre necesitatea in donarea de sdnge ar ajuta cresterii motivatiei.

P Pentru motivarea populatiei generale si doneze, aproximativ un sfert de respondenti
reinfformeaza campaniile de mediatizare (23%), 22% banii, 19% materialele
informationale si 12% au spus ca i-ar motiva produsele alimentare.

» Daci respondentii ar fi in situatia sd convinga personal pe cineva s doneze, cele mai
frecvent utilizate invocari ar fi: “Poti salva viata cuiva!” (22%) “Te rog sa ma ajuti sau
sa ajuti o anumita persoana,” (1 1%) sau “Hai sa facem un lucru bun” (6%). Doar 5% ar
oferi bani, fapt care este un indiciu destul de semnificativ ca banii de obicei nu sunt un
factor determinant in cererile personale.

Cunostinte, Atitudini si Practici in Populatia generala
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Metode de informare

» Doar o treime din respondenti au auzit vreodatd informatii despre donarea de sénge,
iar jumatate din cei care au auzit nu-si amintesc continutul acestor informatii. De
obicei, asemenea informatii au fost difuzate la televiziune (35%), in institutii medicale
(27%) si in ziare (11%).

P Respondentiiau nominalizat drept primele trei surse de informare pe viitor televiziunea
(35%), radioul (21%) si ziarele (15%).

Practici

P Donarea de singe este o practica cunoscutd in Moldova. Aproape jumatate din
respondenti (42%) au donat personal sange, iar 92% din respondentii donatori si 79%
din respondentii nedonatori cunosteau pe cineva din imediata lor apropiere care a
donat sange.

» Donarea de singe a fost practicat pe larg acum citiva ani, insa actualmente nu mai
este aceeasi situatie. Aproximativ 60% in grupul de varsta de 50-60 ani au donat
anterior singe in comparatie cu doar 12% in grupul de varsti de 1829 ani. In plus,
chiar daca mai mult de jumatate (58%) din donatorii respondenti au donat sange mai
mult de trei ori, ultima donare a avut loc mai mult de cinci ani in urma.

» Donatorii de singe sunt satisficuti de serviciul de singe in Moldova: 90% considera
ca personalul centrelor de colectare a sdngelui este prietenos, si aceeasi proportie
considera dotarea incaperilor de donare fiind adecvata.

» Tipul de donare a fost distribuit egal intre donarea voluntara, neremunerata (53%) si
donarea pentru rude (41%).Tipul donarii e corelat cu varsta: persoanele tinere au fost
mai putin dispuse sa doneze voluntar, neremunerat.

P Majoritatea donatorilor nu au avut ingrijoriri majore la prima donare (69%), iar din
cei care au fost ingrijorati, majoritatea au avut frica (75%), 19% din acestia din urma
— frica de a se infecta cu diverse maladii.

P Printre cei care nu au donat niciodati, motivul cel mai frecvent invocat de majoritate
a fost; “Nimeni nu m-a rugat sa donez” (40%); aproximativ 14% au fost ineligibili,
deoarece aveau probleme de sanatate. Toate celelalte motive au fost mentionate de
mai putin de 10% din respondenti.

P Mai mult de jumitate din cei cu vérsta cuprinsd intre 18 si 29 ani intentionau sa
doneze in viitor (51%); 34% din populatia intervievata avea aceasta intentie.

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INTRODUCERE

Cercetarile din intreaga lume demonstreaza ca donatorii voluntari neremunerati
(DVNR) constituie baza aprovizionarii cu sange inofensiv si ca in acest caz
probabilitatea de transmitere a HIV si a altor infectii este cea mai mica. Totusi,
prea multe tari se bazeaza in continuare pe donatori-rude (DR) sau donatori
platiti. Desi in general donatorii-rude prezinta un pericol mai mic decat donatorii
platiti, incidenta si prevalenta infectiilor transmisibile prin transfuzii la aceasta
categorie este mai mare decat la DVNR. Motivul ar putea fi presiunea emotionala,
resimtita de donatorii-rude, fapt care ii face sa fie mai putin onesti in raspunsul la
chestionarea privind sanatatea personala sau practicarea unor comportamente cu
risc inalt.! n plus, sistemul bazat pe donatori-rude constituie deseori un sistem de
donare a sangelui “cu plata ascunsa”, deoarece familiile ii pot plati pe alti membri
pentru ca acestia sa doneze numarul necesar de unitati de sange.” Un studiu
recent a scos in evidenta ca doar 24 din 52 tari din Regiunea Europeana a OMS
se bazeazi pe doniri voluntare, neplitite in 100% cazuri’ In prezent Moldova se
bazeaza in majoritate pe donatori-rude; de exemplu, in 2006 82.8% din numarul
total de donatii au fost efectuate pentru rude.*

Dupa destramarea Uniunii Sovietice, in Moldova au survenit mari schimbari in
cultura de donare a sangelui si numarul de unitati colectate. Daca in timpurile
sovietice donarea de sdnge era pe larg promovata si multi oameni donau sange, pe
la mijlocul anilor 90 situatia a inceput a se schimba in directia micsorarii numarului
de donatori. Situatia a inceput a se redresa in ultimii ani. Numarul total de donari
de sange a crescut de la | | unitati la 1000 populatie in 2001 la 21 la 1000 in 2006,
dar este totusi mai mic fata de 45 unitati la 1000 populatie nregistrate in anii

80 si pana in 1991.Aceste schimbari in cultura de donare a sangelui au implicari
asupra elaborarii masurilor de interventie, care ar fi efective pentru intreaga gama
de donatori de sange; de aceea, s-a impus necesitatea unui studiu minutios al
comportamentelor si opiniilor populatiei.

Programul National de Securitate a Sangelui si Autoasigurarea Tarii cu Produse
Sanguine pentru anii 2007-201 |, aprobat la 7 iunie 2007 de catre Guvernul
Republicii Moldova a calificat promovarea donarii voluntare, neremunerate de
sange drept a doua prioritate. De aceea, pentru a elabora o strategie nationala
realizabild, este necesar de a dispune de informatii initiale privitor la nivelul de
cunostinte si la atitudinile existente fata de schimbarile preconizate.

Cunostinte, Atitudini si Practici in Populatia generala
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Proiectul de Prevenire a HIV/SIDA si Hepatitelor B si C (PHHP), finantat de
USAID spera ca rezultatele studiului asupra acestor cunostinte, atitudini si practici
(CAP) vor fi mediatizate pe larg si vor fi folosite de institutiile nationale respective,
implicate in promovarea donarii de sange in Moldova, inclusiv de catre Ministerul
Sanatatii si Ministerul Administratiei Publice Locale, si de asemenea vor oferi
informatie suplimentara altor organizatii internationale si locale care se ocupa de
problemele transfuziilor de sange in tara.

Acest studiu CAP privitor la donarea de sange a fost efectuat de Centrul de
Sociologie a Comunitatilor si Studii de Gen (CSCSG) cu suportul tehnic al
directorului si personalului Centrului National de Transfuzie a Sangelui (CNTYS)
si a Echipei de Securitate a Sangelui a PHHP. Chestionarul a fost adaptat dupa
cel al CAP, elaborat de catre Asociatia Americand a Bancilor de Sange (AABB).
Cheltuielile pentru studiu au fost acoperite de PHHP.

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METODOLOGIA STUDIULUI

Tipul studiului: transversal, national reprezentativ

E§antionul de studiu §i metodele de selectare

Esantionul de studiu a fost alcatuit din 700 persoane cu varste cuprinse intre 18 si
60 ani. S-au folosit urmatoarele criterii de stratificare: trei zone geografice (centru,
sud, nord), raioane, zone rezidentiale (urban/rural) si cinci tipuri de localitati diferite
ca marime. In interiorul fiecirui grup, localititile au fost selectate randomizat
proportional marimii lor. Pentru Chisinau, s-a folosit un esantion separat, in care
numirul de respondenti a fost proportional marimii raionului selectat. in interiorul
fiecarui grup, intervievatorii au divizat respondentii in conformitate cu distributia in
functie de categoria sexuala indicata la ultimul recensamant (2004).

Reprezentativitatea esantionului

Esantionul este reprezentativ pentru populatia adulta a Moldovei cu varste
cuprinse intre 18 si 60 ani cu o eroare maxima de selectare de 3.7%.

Chestionarul

Chestionarul studiului a fost elaborat de catre AABB si a fost adaptat local la
conditiile din Moldova si revazut de catre CNTS. Cu ajutorul sau s-au obtinut
informatii detaliate despre (i) caracteristicile demografice ale populatiei generale,
(i) proportiile de donatori, nedonatori si recipienti de sange, (iii) comportamentele
si experienta anterioara privitor la donarea de sange, (iv) factorii asociati cu lipsa
donarii de sange, (v) opiniile despre serviciile si tipurile de donari, (vi) cunostintele
elementare despre sange, (vii) atitudinile fata de diferite tipuri de donari si (viii)
factorii motivanti si mijloacele de informare care urmeaza a fi folosite pentru
promovarea donarii de sange. Chestionarul a fost editat in limbile romana si rusa
si ambele versiuni au fost pre-testate pe 25 respondenti din orasul Chisinau si din
doua sate din suburbii.

Aspecte de etica

Acordul Comitetului National de Etica a fost obtinut pe data de 2 aprilie 2007.
Metodologia studiului a respectat toate standardele etice.

Colectarea datelor

Inainte de initierea lucrului in teren, intervievatorii au fost instruiti in vederea
metodelor si standardelor de colectare a datelor si ih administrarea chestionarului
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studiului. Lucrul in teren s-a desfasurat in aprilie 2007. Chestionarea s-a efectuat la
domiciliul respondentilor prin intermediul unui interviu fata in fata. Daca persoana
selectata nu era acasa, interviatorul s-a reintors de trei ori la ore diferite pentru

a efectua chestionarea. Inainte de a incepe chestionarea, a fost obtinut acordul
informat al persoanei respective. Rata de refuz a fost de 5%, ceea ce este cu

mult mai joasa decat rata obisnuita de refuz de 10-15%, obtinuta in alte studii
sociologice efectuate de CSCSG.

Calitatea si analizarea datelor

Aproximativ 10% din chestionare au fost verificate in baza selectarii randomizate
a fiselor de inregistrare a rutelor. De asemenea, s-au efectuat verificari telefonice
a circa 30% de chestionare. Calitatea datelor colectate a fost verificata prin
intermediul metodei compararii statistice. Toate cele 700 chestionare au fost
introduse intr-o baza de date si procesate cu ajutorul suportului de program
pentru analiza statistica SPSS versiunea |15. Sumarele statistice au fost obtinute
folosind frecventele si tabularea transversala. Fiece indice a fost divizat in functie
de sex, categorie de varsta, nivel de educatie, nationalitate, statut socio-economic
si zona de resedinta. Raportul de frecvente este disponibil pe CD-ul atasat.
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CARACTERISTICILE SOCIO-DEMOGRAFICE ALE
ESANTIONULUI

Sexul si starea civila

Esantionul a fost alcatuit in 45% din barbati si 54% din femei. Majoritatea
respondentilor erau casatoriti (68%) sau traiau in concubinaj (2%); 19% au fost
celibatari si 12% erau vaduvi, divortati sau separati.

Studiile

Majoritatea respondentilor au un grad inalt de educatie: aproape 98% au absolvit
scoala medie, 61% o scoala profesionala sau colegiu si 25% sunt posesori ai
diplomelor universitare.

Etnia

Majoritatea au fost moldoveni sau romani (80%), urmati de rusi (8%), gagauzi (4%),
ucraineni (4%), romi (2% ) si bulgari (1%).

Statutul socio-economic si angajarea in cimpul de munca

Venitul lunar absolut declarat a fost jos, 24% din respondenti au declarat un venit
mai jos de 300 lei moldovenesti (MDL) pe luna, ceea ce este echivalent cu mai
putin de un dolar ($) SUA pe zi. 31% din respondenti au declarat un venit de
301-1,000 MDL/luna, echivalent cu $1-3/zi,21.6% din respondenti au spus ca au
venit de 1,001-3,000 MDL/luna ($3-8/zi) si doar 4% au declarat un venit mai mare
de 3,000 MDL/luna ($250/luna). Este important a nota ca 20% din respondenti

au refuzat sa raspunda la aceasta intrebare si, conform unui sir de studii diferite
efectuate in Moldova, de obicei nu este declarat venitul real, majoritatea oamenilor
indica doar salariile lor oficiale, si nu includ n calcul sursele suplimentare de venit
si schimburile nemonetare.
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Mai putin de jumatate din respondenti erau angajati oficial in cdmpul de munca
(47.6%), 30% nu erau nregistrati la agentia de somaj, 0% erau pensionati si

9% studenti. Cele mai frecvente ocupatii au fost muncitor si angajat in sfera de
deservire (24%) si specialisti de calificare Tnalta (15%).Alte ocupatii au constituit
mai putin de 10% din esantion.

Distributia unor caracteristici ca sexul, starea civila, etnie si tipul zonei de
resedinta din esantionul CAP este similara cu datele recensamantului din 2004,
avand o variatie mai mica de 5% fin oricare din aceste categorii. Deoarece
esantionul cuprinde doar persoane cu varste intre |8 si 60 ani, variatiile pot fi
atribuite metodei de selectare a esantionului. Din acest motiv acest studiu este
reprezentativ pentru populatia Moldovei cu varste cuprinse intre 18 si 60 ani.

Respondentii au fost rugati sa enumere grupurile de sange si sa numeasca propriul
lor grup de sange; nivelele de cunostinte despre ambele subiecte au fost inalte.
Dintre respondenti, 93% au enumerat corect cele patru grupuri de sange si 95% au
stiut propriul lor grup de sange (Figura ).

Utilizarea sangelui

Cunostintele despre situatiile in care sunt necesare transfuzii de sange au fost

de asemenea destul de inalte; majoritatea respondentilor au numit urmatoarele
situatii: accidente (21%), boli (19%), interventii chirurgicale (15.4%), stari de urgenta
(1'1%), nastere (10%), si toate cele enumerate mai sus (23%).

Eligibilitatea pentru donarea de sange si criteriile de suspendare

Majoritatea persoanelor chestionate au mentionat ca oamenii sanatosi pot dona
sange, acestia fiind urmati pe lista de “tineri”,“barbati” si “femei”. Cunostintele
despre criteriile de eligibilitate nu au fost diferite la DR si DVNR, indiferent de
varsta sex, nationalitate, nivel educational si statutul de donare. Este interesant
de notat ca s-a conturat convingerea ca mai multi barbati decat femei trebuie sa
doneze sange si faptul, ca printre donatorii respondenti efectivi au fost de 1.5 ori
mai multi barbati decat femei.
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Drept criterii de respingere a donarii, cele mai frecvent mentionate au fost
prezenta unei boli, apartenenta la un grup cu risc inalt i varsta inaintata.
Respondentii au mentionat foarte rar copiii, tinerii, femeile, alcoolicii, oamenii
saraci si femeile insarcinate drept persoane care n-ar trebui sa doneze sange.
Astfel, in general, respondentii au demonstrat cunostinte de baza bune si lipsa
unor conceptii gresite majore privitoare la eligibilitatea si criteriile de suspendare
pentru donare (figurile 2 si 3).

ca respondentii au fost in majoritate neinformati despre cat de frecvent poate

o persoana sa doneze sange (Figura 4). Raspunsurile au variat foarte mult de la

“o data pe an” sau “la fiecare sase luni”, ceea ce ar putea reflecta o preferinta
personala pentru donare de sange mai rara, la raspunsuri evident incorecte, ca de
exemplu “lunar” si “saptamanal”. O proportie de 20% din respondenti au indicat
ca nu cunosc frecventa. Au existat raspunsuri unice ca “Depinde de sanatatea
donatorului” si “Ori de cate ori donorul doreste sau este in stare.” Doar 16% au
indicat raspunsul o data la trei luni si doar 8% au indicat raspunsul la fiecare doua
luni. S-au observat diferente semnificative in cunostintele despre frecventa de
donare intre donatori si nedonatori, donatorii de singe dand mai putine raspunsuri
incorecte sau incerte. Totusi, cunostintele despre frecventa corecta au fost joase si
la donatori, fapt care contureaza un domeniu suplimentar de instruire.

Cunostintele despre infectiile transmisibile prin transfuzii

Majoritatea respondentilor (78%) considera, ca este posibil ca o persoana sa
contracteze o infectie prin receptionare de sange. Nu s-au observat diferente
semnificative intre donatori si ne-donatori. Distributia raspunsurilor, privitoare la
infectiile care s-ar putea raspandi a fost uniforma: 39% au mentionat HIV, 38% au
indicat Hepatita B si C si 20% - sifilisul (figura 5).

In general, respondentii au fost ingrijorati de sanatatea donatorului. Mai mult

de jumatate (53%) din ei considera ca donatorului i s-ar putea intampla ceva, in
special ca donatorul ar putea contracta o infectie si ca donarea ar putea afecta
negativ starea lui de sanatate (Figura 6). Printre nedonatorii, care au fost rugati
sa doneze, motivul de refuz cel mai frecvent invocat a fost frica de a contracta o
infectie. Aceasta este o conceptie gresita majora, deoarece in Moldova donarile
sunt 100% inofensive incepand cu momentul cand au fost institutionalizate
echipamentul de unica folosinta pentru donare. In mod surprinzator, nu s-au
observat diferente majore in cunostintele despre inofensivitate dintre donatori si
nedonatori, ceea ce scoate in evidenta o alta lacuna in cunostintele donatorilor,
chiar si in cazurile cand personalul de colectare a sangelui are acces direct la
clientii sai.

In acelasi timp, majoritatea respondentilor au indicat corect cea mai importanta
metoda de prevenire a transmiterii infectiilor in timpul donarii: 79% au raspuns ca
utilizarea echipamentului de unica folosinta va proteja donatorul de contractarea
unei infectii. Alte mijloace de protectie a sanatatii donatorului cum ar fi examenul
medical inainte de donare (27%) si screening-ul sangelui la infectii (23%) au fost

de asemenea cunoscute de respondenti (Figura 7). Aceste rezultate nu coreleaza
cu frica exprimata in raspunsul la intrebarea anterioara, ceea ce ar putea indica fie
lipsa de cunostinte despre conditiile centrelor de colectare a sangelui din Moldova,
fie lipsa de incredere in serviciile oferite de aceste centre.

Donarea

Majoritatea celor chestionati considera ca donarea de sange este o fapta buna,
deoarece 86% au avut o atitudine pozitiva, 12% au fost neutri si doar 1% au avut

o atitudine negativa fati de donarea de singe. In pofida acestui fapt, doar 34% din
nedonatori intentionaza sa doneze sange in viitor;iar 51% dintre cei cu varsta de
I8-29 ani intentioneaza sa faca acest lucru. La intrebarea de ce oamenii nu doneaza
sange, cele mai frecvent indicate motive au fost prezenta bolilor (39%), frica (27%),
varsta (12%) si nivelul scazut de informare (I1%). Alte motive au fost mentionate in
mai putin de 10% din cazuri.

Tipurile preferate de donare

Referitor la tipurile de donare de sange, 37% din respondenti considera ca cea mai
buna optiune este de a ruga o ruda sau un prieten, urmata de donare neremunerata
si voluntara (26%), donarile platite (23%) si donarile autologe (9%) (Figura 8).

Majoritatea respondentilor au avut dificultati la diferentierea diferitor tipuri de donari,
in special la diferentierea DVNR de DR (Figura 9). Unii donatori s-au autoidentificat
drept DVNR (54%), dar atunci cand au fost intrebati despre scopul donarii lor, 48% au
spus ca au facut-o pentru o ruda sau un prieten (Figura 10).Alti 13% au donat cu |5—
20 ani in urma la cererea unei institutii sau a unui conducator, fapt care de asemenea
reflecta confuzia existenta privitor la conceptul de donare voluntara de sange. Cat
priveste intentia de a dona in viitor, 33% din ne-donatori au mentionat ca ar dona,
“daca cineva i-ar ruga personal,” si 1.2% au spus ca ar dona daca i-ar ruga o ruda,

desi o asemenea optiune de raspuns nu a fost inclusa in chestionar. Aparent, oamenii
prefera sa fie rugati sa doneze de persoane pe care le cunosc, si nu de personalul
centrelor de colectare a sangelui.

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Remunerarea

Majoritatea respondentilor considera ca donatorii primesc ceva in schimbul
sangelui lor - uneori (45%) sau intotdeauna (14%), si doar 16% cred ca nu primesc
nimic. Din cei care au considerat ca donarile au fost remunerate, 36% considera
ca plata s-a efectuat in bani, 32% ca aceasta s-a efectuat cu produse alimentare,
20% au numit satisfactia morala si 8% - cadourile. larasi, s-a observat o confuzie

in diferentierea motivatiilor (cum ar fi rambursarea pentru transport, gustarile de
dupa donare), iar masurile de apreciere a donatorului (satisfactia morala) a fost de
asemenea considerata drept remunerare pentru donare de sange.

Discutiile in cadrul focus-grupurilor au aratat aceeasi confuzie, atat printre
donatorii de sange, cat si recipienti referitor la diferentele dintre modurile de
donare de sange si mai ales asteptarea de a primi beneficii sau chiar a fi platiti
pentru donarea de sange ceea ce indica ca stabilirea unui sistem 100% bazat pe
donare voluntara si neremunerata va fi mai dificila decat ceea ce sugereaza datele
studiului CAP (vezi tabelul de mai jos).

Similar rezultatelor inregistrate in studiul CAP, studiul calitativ printre donatorii
de sange si recipientii componentelor sanguine a aratat ca atat donatorii, cat

si recipientii considera donarile pentru rude si donarile remunerate drept
modalitati preferate de donare. Concluzia este ca nici donatorii de sange actuali
nu apreciaza beneficiile donarilor voluntare si neremunerate si este nevoie

de multe eforturi educationale pentru a schimba atitudinile curente, cum ar fi
asteptarea de a primi beneficii imediate pentru donare.

“Si donarea platitd e binevenitd; si cdnd te roagd cineva; si cdnd te duci de bund
voie. Cel care te roagd tot trebuie sd te multumeascd cu ceva. Dar, pe de altd
parte, si cel care are nevoie si asa are mari cheltuieli, dar incd sd mai plateasca
si donatorii...!”/ DYNR, femeie, 53 ani, constructor, mediu rural.

Participantii la focus - grupuri au accentuat de asemenea importanta mentinerii
beneficiului de 2 zile libere si chiar si remunerarea pentru donarile de sange.
Cu cateva exceptii, cei mai multi respondenti nu asteapta sa primeasca bani

sau cadouri daca doneaza pentru o ruda sau prieten, insa ar astepta sa fie
platiti daca ar dona pentru rezerva nationalda de sange. Chiar si dupa explicatia
moderatorului ca metoda cea mai sigura si fara risc de donare este DVNR,
oamenii considera ca ea nu este aplicabila pentru Republica Moldova din cauza
ca populatia este atat de saraca.Aceasta asteptare reprezinta o provocare
semnificativa n tranzitia catre un sistem 100% voluntar si neremunerat si
trebuie de luat in consideratie in elaborarea unei strategii realiste de recrutare a
donatorilor.

“Eu cred cd dacd donatorul nu este remunerat de la CNTS sau policlinica sau
din altd parte, atunci mdcar sd i se acorde aceste doud zile ca remunerare si
astfel el ar avea si un interes, ar fi cointeresat.” IDVNR, femeie, 53 ani, serviciu
administrativ, mediu urban.

“Tdrile europene sunt dezvoltate si acolo donatorul isi poate permite sd doneze
benevol, md refer la salariile lor. Dar la noi omul se gdndeste la ziua de mdine,
cum sd facd bani ca sd intretind familia. Eu cunosc oameni care trdiesc din
donarea de sdnge, adicd iau plata”/DVNR, barbat, 54 ani, somer, mediu rural

“Remunerare trebuie sd fie pentru donatori.Aceasta trebuie sd se hotdrascad la
nivel de stat. Eu stiu cd in Bdlti pentru | talon se oferd 100 lei, iar in Chisindu
300 lei. Se oferd de cdtre cei care au nevoie de singe.”/Recipient, bdrbat, 46 ani,
sofer, mediu urban
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Factorii motivanti pentru donarea de sange in viitor

Atunci cand respondentii care nu au donat sange niciodata (n=410), au fost
intrebati ce i-ar motiva personal sa o faca in viitor, raspunsurile cele mai frecvente
au fost, “daca cineva m-ar ruga” (33%) si obtinerea unor informatii mai detaliate
despre necesitatea de a dona sange (12%). Factorii ce tin de deservirea clientilor
in centrele de colectare a sangelui nu au fost semnificativi (Figura | I).Acesti
respondenti nu au indicat banii drept factor motivant, ceea ce este foarte
important de notat pentru elaborarea unei strategii de recrutare a donatorilor.

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METODELE DE INFORMARE

Doar 33% au auzit vreodata informatii despre donarea de sange. Dintre cei care au
auzit (n=232), jumatate nu-si amintesc continutul acestor informatii, unii au spus ca
era vorba de salvarea vietii cuiva (17%), altii au mentionat ca a fost doar un indemn
sa doneze (13%), iar foarte putini din ei isi amintesc mesaje gen “Este bine si fara
nici un risc sa donezi” (3%) si “Rezerva de sange este mica” (2%). Printre primele
trei surse de informare mentionate au fost TV (35%), institutiile medicale (27%) si
ziarele (11%) (Figura 13).

Informatie generala despre experientele de donare
de sange ale esantionului

Aproape jumatate din respondenti (42%) au donat personal sange, dintre ei 46%
au fost DR si 48% au fost DVNR. Un sfert (26%) nu a donat niciodata, dar ar

fi dispusi sa o faca, si alti 28% din respondenti nu au donat niciodata si nici

nu intentioneaza sa o faca (Figura 15). Caracteristicile socio-demografice ale
donatorilor si nedonatorilor au fost semnificativ diferite. Donatorii tipici au fost
mai in varsta (45 versus 35 ani), barbati (61% versus 34%), casatoriti (78.6% versus
59.8%), angajati in cimpul de munca (56% versus 42%) si posesori ai diplomelor
universitare (29% versus 22%) in comparatie cu persoanele care nu au donat
vreodata sange. Doar 12% din grupul de varsta [8-29 ani au donat anterior
sange in comparatie cu 60% din grupul de varsta 50-60 ani. Un total de 23% din
respondenti au avut anterior o transfuzie de sange sau de derivate de sange.

Practicile donatorilor de sange

Au fost studiate detaliat practicile acelor respondenti care au donat sange (n=290).
Varsta medie la prima donare a fost de 24 ani, mediana varstei fiind de 22 ani.

Din momentul primei donari s-a scurs o medie de 21 ani. Scopul donarii a fost de
obicei, “pentru oricine are nevoie de sange” (53%) sau “pentru o ruda/prieten”
(41%). Motivul primei donari a fost “deoarece cineva m-a rugat” (42%), voluntara
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(29%) sau “in mod organizat de la locul de lucru sau universitate” (26%). Doar 2%
au donat pentru a castiga cateva zile libere.

S-a observat o corelatie interesanta: o proportie semnificativa de donatori au
primit componente sanguine in comparatie cu nedonatorii (45% versus 7%). De
asemenea, tipul donarii coreleaza cu varsta: persoanele tinere au fost mai putin
dispuse sa doneze voluntar, neremunerat (Figura |6). Aceasta iarasi demonstreaza
ca donatorii-rude sunt un fenomen relativ nou si ca respondentii mai in varsta au
fost obisnuiti cu donari voluntare si neremunerate.

Majoritatea donatorilor nu au avut temeri la prima donare de sange (69%), iar din
cei o treime care au fost Tngrijorati, majoritatea au avut temeri de ordin general,
cum ar fi frica in general (34%), frica de a lesina (21%), frica de durere (13%) si
frica de institutii medicale (7%). Un total de 19% au avut frica de a contracta

o infectie transmisibila prin transfuzii. Donatorii de sange sunt satisfacuti de
serviciile centrelor de colectare a sangelui: 90% considera ca personalul centrelor
de colectare a sangelui este prietenos si aceeasi proportie considera dotarea
incaperilor de donare fiind adecvata.

Mai putin de un sfert (24%) au donat sange repetat in acelasi an cu prima donare,
pe cand 37% au donat repetat singe mai mult decat peste un an si un alt sfert
(26%) nu au donat sange repetat. Mai mult de jumatate au donat sange de trei sau
mai multe ori (52%). Un alt moment interesant este ca 58% au facut ultima donare
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de sange cu mai mult de cinci ani Tn urma si doar 31% au donat in ultimii cinci ani
(inclusiv doar 9% in ultimul an).

Cat priveste reteaua sociala apropiata a donatorilor, majoritatea (92%) cunosteau
pe cineva din familie sau printre rude sau prieteni care a donat sange: 35% au avut
prieteni, 22% au avut rude si 27% au avut membri de familie care au donat. Aceasta
arata ca donarea de sange este pe larg cunoscuta si practicata in populatia generala
(Figura 17).

Practicile nedonatorilor de sange

Printre acei respondenti care nu au donat sange (n=410), informatiile ce tin de
motivele lor pentru a nu dona si motivatia sa doneze au fost studiate detaliat. In
majoritatea covarsitoare a cazurilor motivul principal pentru care nu s-a donat a
fost “deoarece nimeni nu m-a rugat” (40%), urmat de “doctorul imi recomanda sa
nu donez” (14%) si “frica de o boala” (8%) (Figura 18 si Tabelul I).

Printre cei care au invocat alte motive decat “nimeni nu m-a rugat” (n=186),
doar 30% au fost rugati vreodata sa doneze sange.Atunci cand au fost rugati
sa doneze, ei nu au facut-o din urmatoarele motive: “frica de a dauna propriei
sanatati” (38%), teama (19%),“frica de a contracta infectii” (15%) si “sanatatea
mea este proasta” (15%).

La intrebarea daca intentioneaza sa doneze in viitor, doar 34% au raspuns
pozitiv, 52% au raspuns negativ si 14% nehotarati. Totusi, intre grupurile de
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varsta s-a remarcat o diferenta semnificativa in aceasta intentie: 51% din cei cu
varsta cuprinsa intre |8 si 29 ani si doar 10% din grupul de varsta de 50-60 ani
intentionau sa doneze in viitor (Figura 19).

Cei care nu intentionau sa doneze in viitor (n=214) au mentionat urmatoarele
motive:

“Nu-mi permite sanatatea” (46%),“Sunt ingrijorat de sanatate” (22%),“Mi-e frica
sa nu contractez o infectie” (1 1%) si frica fata de procedura (10%), ponderea
celorlalte motive fiind mai mica de 5%.

Majoritatea non-donatorilor (79%) cunosteau pe cineva din familie sau printre
rude sau prieteni care a donat sange: 29% au avut prieteni, 17% au avut rude si
32% au avut membri de familie care au donat. Proportia celor care cunosc pe
cineva in anturajul apropiat ce a donat sange a fost mai jos decat printre donatori,
dar el arata ca indiferent de statutul donarii de sange, nivelul informarii este Tnalt si
o mare parte a populatiei generale cunoaste persoane care au donat deja sange.

CONCLUZII

Cunostintele despre utilizarea sangelui, componentelor de sange si eligibilitatea
donatorilor sunt la un nivel destul de inalt in Moldova, dar exista un sir de
conceptii gresite, asupra carora trebuie sa se axeze strategia de informare despre
serviciile de colectare a sangelui: donarea de sange este sigura si inofensiva pentru
donators; nici o infectie nu poate fi transmisa in procesul de colectare a sangelui. O
persoana sanatoasa poate dona sange la fiecare 2-3 luni. Componentele de sange
sunt inofensive si pentru recipienti. In ultimii sase ani, folosind aceleasi standarde,
tot sangele a fost testat Tn mod centralizat la infectii transmisibile prin transfuzii si
nu s-a inregistrat nici un caz de infectii hemotransmisibile.

Atitudinea oamenilor fata de actul de donare de sange este pozitiva, dar exista
temeri de diferite origini fata de procesul de donare in sine. Respondentii au
demonstrat de asemenea o insuficienta de informare despre diferenta dintre
motivatii $i remunerare si despre diferenta dintre DVNR si DR. Majoritatea
respondentilor au optat in favoarea DR si doar un sfert considera DVNR drept
cea mai buna optiune de donare a sangelui. Asemenea rezultate creeaza anumite
dificultati pentru trecerea la un sistem 100% bazat pe donare voluntara si
neremunerata; de aceea este nesesar de a elabora strategii de trecere treptata de
la DR la DVNR.

Aproape jumatate din respondenti au donat sange, fiind repartizati egal intre
DVNR si DR, dar multi dintre ei au donat cu mai mult de cinci ani in urma.Au
existat diferente socio-demografice intre donatori si nedonatori, precum si de
varsta: doar 10% dintre cei cu varstele cuprinse intre 18-29 ani au donat sange
in comparatie cu 60% printre cei cu varsta de 50-60 ani. In pofida acestui fapt,
jumatate din cei cu varsta de 18-29 ani intentioneaza sa doneze sange in viitor.
Asemenea rezultate dovedesc ca oamenii erau obisnuiti sa doneze sange, dar ca
aceasta obisnuinta nu mai este valabila. Eforturile efective de promovare a donarii
voluntare de sange ar trebui sa vizeze tinerii.

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SUMMARY OF FINDINGS

Knowledge

P The knowledge about blood types and the awareness of respondents about their
own blood types was high (93-95%). Respondents knew who should and should not
donate and in which situations blood products are needed, and they could name the
diseases that might be transmitted through a transfusion.

P There are gaps in knowledge regarding how frequently a person can donate, and
there is a2 major misconception that a blood donor could get infected by donating
in Moldova. These should be the major messages that a campaign should focus on,
especially that it is not possible to get infected with a disease when donating blood in
Moldova because single-use equipment has been the standard since 2001.

Attitudes toward Blood Donation

P Most respondents had a positive opinion about blood donations (86%); only 1% had
a negative opinion.

P Most people thought that people do not donate because they are not eligible due to
age and health status and because of fear and a low level of awareness.

P Opinions about the best options for donating blood were replacement donation (37%);
voluntary, non-remunerated donation (26%) and paid donation (23%). Autologous
blood donation (donating for yourself) is the least known option for blood donation;
only 9% of respondents chose it.

Motivating Factors for Donating

P According to one third of respondents, the most efficient way to motivate them to
donate would be to ask them personally; just 12% thought more information about
the need for blood would help.

P As to motivating the general population to donate, approximately one fourth thought
mass-media campaigns would help (23%) while 22% mentioned money, 19% cited
informational materials and 12% said food would motivate them.

P If respondents were to convince someone personally to donate, the most common
messages they would use would be, “You can save someone’s life,” (22%) “Please help
me or help a certain person,” (1 1%) or “Let’s do a good thing” (6%). Only 5% would
offer money which is quite a significant indication that money is usually not a factor
in personal requests.

Methods of Communication

P Only a third of respondents had ever heard messages about blood donation, and half
of those who had did not remember what the messages said. Usually they had seen
such messages on TV (35%), in medical institutions (27%) and in newspapers (I [%).
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P Respondents listed the top three sources for such messages in the future as TV
(35%), radio (21%) and newspapers (15%).

Practices

» Donating blood is a widely known practice in Moldova. Almost a half (42%) of the
respondents had donated blood themselves, and 92% of donor respondents and 79%
of non-donor respondents knew someone who had donated blood in their immediate
social network.

» While blood donation was widely practiced some time ago, that is not the case
anymore.Around 60% in the age group 50—60 had previously donated blood compared
with only 12% in the age group 18-29. Furthermore, while more than half (58%) of
the donor respondents had donated more than three times, the last donation was
more than five years ago.

P Blood donors are satisfied with the blood service in Moldova: 90% considered the
staff at the blood centers friendly and the conditions adequate.

P The type of donation was almost equally distributed between voluntary, non-
remunerated (53%) and replacement (41%).The type of donor correlates with age:
younger people were less likely to donate on a voluntary, non-remunerated basis.

P Most donors did not have major concerns when donating for the first time (69%),and
of those who did, most were afraid (75%), 19% of whom were afraid of infections.

P Among those who had never donated, the reason most often cited was, “Because no
one has asked,” (40%) while around 4% were ineligible because of health problems.
All other reasons were mentioned by less than 10% of respondents.

P More than half of those aged 18-29 intended to donate in the future (51%); 34% of
the entire population interviewed had that intention.
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INTRODUCTION

Evidence from around the world demonstrates that voluntary, non-remunerated
donors (VNRD) are the foundation of a safe blood supply and that they are

less likely to transmit HIV and other infections.Yet, too many countries still

rely on family replacement donors (FRD) or paid donors.While generally safer
than paid donors, replacement donors have a higher incidence and prevalence

of transfusion-transmissible infections than VNRD. This may be because there

is emotional pressure on people to donate that makes them less likely to be
truthful about their health status or high-risk behavior.! In addition, a system of
replacement donation often constitutes a “hidden paid system” of blood donation
because families may pay others to give the required number of units of blood.?
A recent survey showed that only 24 out of 52 WHO European Region countries
rely on 100% voluntary, unpaid donations.> Moldova currently relies mainly on
FRD; in fact, 82.8% in 2006 donated for relatives.*

It is important to note that there was a major shift in the blood donation culture
and number of units collected in Moldova after the break up of the Soviet Union.
While in Soviet times blood donation was highly promoted and many people
donated, the situation started to change in the mid-90s and a shortage of donors
occurred. The total number of blood donations increased from || units per 1,000
population in 2001 to 21 per 1,000 in 2006, but it is still below 45 per 1,000 back
in the 80s and until 1991.This changing blood donation culture has implications for
designing interventions that will be effective for the whole range of blood donors;
therefore, more thorough research regarding the behaviors and opinions of the
population was necessary.

The National Program for Blood Safety and Self-Provision of Blood Products for
20072011 approved on June 7,2007 by the Government of Moldova put promoting
voluntary, non-remunerated blood donation as the second priority. Baseline
information regarding the levels of knowledge and the attitudes toward this change
are therefore needed in order to develop a reasonable national strategy.

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PURPOSE OF THE SURVEY

The aim of this first KAP survey in the country on blood donations was to assess
the knowledge, attitudes and behaviors of the general population on the topic and
to use the findings to develop a national strategy for promoting voluntary, non-
remunerated donations.

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SURVEY METHODS

Sample and Sampling Methods

The sample comprised 700 persons between |8 and 60 years of age. Stratification
criteria were the following: three geographic areas (center, south, north), districts,
residential area (urban/rural) and five types of sites depending on size.Within each
stratum, the localities were randomly selected proportional to size. For Chisinau, a
separate sample was used in which a number of respondents proportional to the
size of the area was selected. Within each stratum, the interviewers adjusted the
respondents in accordance with the gender distribution in the latest census (2004).

Representative Sample

The sample is representative of the adult population of Moldova aged 18-60 years
with a maximum sampling error of 3.7%

Questionnaire

The survey questionnaire was designed by AABB and was locally adapted to
Moldova and reviewed by NBTC. It obtained detailed information on (i) the
demographic characteristics of the general population, (ii) percentages of donors,
non-donors and recipients, (iii) behaviors and previous experiences regarding
blood donations, (iv) factors associated with not donating blood, (v) opinions
about services and types of donations, (vi) knowledge of basic blood facts, (vii)
attitudes toward various types of donations and (viii) motivating factors and means
of communication to use for promoting blood donation. It was edited in Romanian
and Russian and both versions were pre-tested on 25 respondents in Chisinau
City and in two of the surrounding villages.

Ethics Board Review

Approval of National Ethics Committee was obtained on April 2 2007.All ethical
standards were observed in the survey methodology.

Data Collection

Prior to field work, interviewers were trained in data collection and reviewed in
detail the survey questionnaire. Field work took place in April 2007.The interviews
were conducted face-to-face in respondents’ homes. If the selected person

was not at home, the interviewer returned three times at different hours to
conduct the interview. Informed consent was obtained prior to administering the

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SOCIO-DEMOGRAPHIC CHARACTERISTICS
OF THE SAMPLE

Sex and Civil Status

The sample was 45% male and 54% female. Most of the respondents were married
(68%) or living in domestic partnerships (2%); 19% were single and 12% were
widowed, divorced or separated.

Residence and Age

The majority of respondents lived in rural areas (58%).The age distribution was as
follows:

Education

Most respondents were well educated: almost 98% had finished secondary
school, 61% had graduated from a professional school or college and 25% had a
university degree.

Ethnicity

Most were Moldovan or Romanian (80%) followed by Russian (8%), Gagauz (4%),
Ukrainian (4%), Roma (2% ) and Bulgarian (1%).

Socio-economic Status and Employment

The absolute monthly income reported was low as 24% of respondents said
they earned less than 300 Moldovan lei (MDL) a month which is equivalent

to less than one United States dollar ($) a day.A total of 31% of respondents
reported earning 301—-1,000 MDL/month, the equivalent of $1-3/day, 21.6%

of respondents said they earned 1,001-3,000 MDL/month ($3—-8/day) and

only 4% claimed they earned more than 3,000 MDL/month ($250/month). It is
important to note that 20% of respondents refused to answer this question and
that income is usually underreported in various surveys in Moldova since most
people cite only their official salaries and not other sources of income and non-
monetary exchanges.

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KNOWLEDGE ABOUT BLOOD AND
BLOOD DONATION

Blood Types

Respondents were asked to name blood types and their own blood type;
knowledge levels were high about both. In all, 93% correctly named the four types
of blood and 95% knew their own blood types (Chart I).

Blood Use

Knowledge about situations in which there is a need for blood products was also
quite high; most respondents named the following situations: accidents (21%), disease
(19%), surgery (15.4%), emergencies (11%), delivery (10%), and all of the above (23%).

Blood Donor Eligibility and Deferral Criteria

The majority of people mentioned that healthy people can donate blood followed
by “youth,”,“men” and “women”. The knowledge about eligibility criteria did not
vary between FRD and VNRD by age, sex, nationality, educational level and donor
status. It is interesting to note that there was a perception that more men should
donate than women and that among donor respondents there were |.5 times

more men than women.

In terms of deferral criteria, most often people mentioned sickness, belonging to
a high-risk group and old age. Respondents very rarely mentioned children, youth,
women, alcoholics, poor people and pregnant women as people who should

not donate blood. Thus overall, the respondents showed good basic knowledge
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and no major misconceptions about eligibility and deferral criteria for donating
(charts 2 and 3).

Frequency of Donation

The Moldovan national guidelines recommend that a healthy person can donate
blood every 2—-3 months.The survey results showed that the respondents were
mainly unaware of how often a person could donate (Chart 4).The answers
ranged widely from annually or every six months, which might show a personal
preference for donations of rarer blood types, to obviously incorrect answers like
monthly and weekly. A total of 20% stated they did not know.There were unique
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answers such as,“It depends on donor’s health” and,“Whenever the donor wishes
or is able” Only 16% mentioned once in three months and only 8% mentioned
every two months. There were significant differences in knowledge about
frequency among donors and non-donors with blood donors giving less incorrect
or uncertain answers. Nevertheless, the knowledge about the correct frequency
was low in donors as well, which indicates an area for additional education.

Knowledge about Transfusion-transmissible Infections

The majority of respondents (78%) thought it was possible for a person to acquire an
infection by receiving blood. No significant differences were observed between donors
or non-donors.The distribution on which infections could be spread was uniform: 39%
mentioned HIV, 38% cited Hepatitis B and C and 20% said syphilis (Chart 5).

In general, the respondents were concerned about the health of the donor. More
than half (53%) of them thought something could happen to the donor, mainly that
the donor could get an infection and that donating could negatively affect their
health status (Chart 6). Among non-donors who had been asked to donate, the
reason most often cited for refusing was fear of getting an infection.This is a major
misconception because in Moldova donations have been 100% safe since 2001
when single-use donation supplies were institutionalized. Surprisingly, there were
no major differences in knowledge about safety between donors and non-donors,
which reveals another gap in donor education, even when blood service staff have
direct access to their clients.

At the same time, most of the respondents correctly mentioned the single most
important method for preventing the transmission of infections at donations: 79%
said single-use equipment will prevent the donor from getting infected. Other
methods to protect the donor’s health were also known to the respondents such
as a medical exam before donation (27%) and blood screening for infections (23%)
(Chart 7). This does not reflect the fear expressed in the previous question which
might indicate either a lack of knowledge about the facilities of Moldovan blood
centers or a lack of trust in the services.

The majority of those interviewed felt donating blood was a good deed as 86%
had a positive opinion, 12% were neutral and only 1% had a negative opinion about
blood donations. Despite this fact, only 34% of non-donors intended to donate
blood in the future,and 51% aged 18-29 years would do so. When asked why
people do not donate, the most commonly cited reasons were because of sickness
(39%), fear (27%), age (12%) and low awareness levels (11%). Other reasons were
mentioned less than 10% of the time.

Preferred Types of Donation

Regarding the types of blood donation, 37% of respondents thought the best
option was the request of a relative or a friend followed by non-remunerated,
voluntary donations (26%), paid donations (23%) and autologous donations (9%)
(Chart 8).

Most respondents had difficulties differentiating between types of donations,
especially between VNRD and FRD (Chart 9). Some donors identified themselves
as VNRD (54%), but when asked about the purpose of their donation, 48% said it
was for a relative or a friend (Chart 10). Another 3% had donated |5-20 years
ago at the request of an institution or a leader which also indicates confusion
regarding the concept of voluntary blood donations. Regarding the intent to
donate in the future, 33% of non-donors mentioned they would donate, “if
someone asked personally,” and 1.2% said they would donate if a relative asked
though no such response option was included on the questionnaire. It appears that
people expect to be asked to donate by people they know rather than by blood
service staff.

Remuneration

Most respondents thought that donors received something in exchange for their
blood in some situations (45%) or always (14%), and only 16% thought they did
not receive anything. Of those who thought donations were remunerated, 36%
thought the payment was money, 32% thought it was food, 20% cited moral
satisfaction and 8% said gifts. Again, there was some confusion in differentiating
between incentives (such as reimbursement for transportation, snacks after
donating) and remuneration as “donor appreciation” was also considered as
remuneration for donating blood.

Focus groups discussions have shown the same confusions among blood donors
and recipients about types of blood donation and expectations to receive benefits
or money after donation, which indicate that establishing an all voluntary non-
remunerated system could be more difficult than the survey results indicate (see
in the text box below).

Similar to the findings of the survey, this qualitative research showed that both
blood donors and recipients named family replacement and paid donations

as the best options for donating blood.The conclusion is, therefore, that
current blood donors themselves do not value the benefits of voluntary
nonremunerated donations (VNRD) and that a lot of educational efforts would
be needed to change current attitudes and expectations that donating blood
will bring tangible rewards.

“Every blood donation is good: paid donations are good, and when someone
asks you, and when you go by yourself.The one that asks you to donate has to
‘thank you’ somehow. On the other hand, the ones that need it most already
have big expenses, and then they need to pay for donors!”/ VNRD, f., 53 yrs,
constructor, rural

Focus group participants also emphasized maintaining the two-days off work
benefit and even paying for blood donations.With some exceptions, most
people do not expect to get paid if they donate for a relative or a friend, but
donors would expect to be paid if they donated just for the national blood
supply. Even when it was explained that the safest method to donate blood is
VNRD, people feel this is not applicable to Moldova because the country is

so poor.This expectation poses a significant challenge for transitioning to a
100% VNRD system and should be taken into account when designing a donor
recruitment strategy.

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Motivating Factors to Donate Blood in the Future

When the respondents who had never donated blood (n=410) were asked

what would motivate them personally to do so in the future, the most common
responses were, “if someone would ask me” (33%) and getting more information
about the necessity to donate blood (12%). Factors related to customer service in
the blood centers were not significant (Chart | ). These respondents did not cite
money as a motivating factor which is very important to note when designing the
donor recruitment program.

If the respondents were personally to try to convince someone to donate blood,
they would use the following messages:“You can save someone’s life,” (22%)
“Please help me or your relative/ friend,” (11%) “Let’s do a good thing,” (6%) and
“This is very important,” (5%). A total of 5% would offer money, and 28% would
not know what to say.

METHODS OF COMMUNICATION

Only 33% had ever heard or seen messages regarding blood donation. Of those
who had (n=232), half did not remember what was said, some mentioned saving
someone’s life (17%), others mentioned it was just a request to donate (13%),
and a few said, “It is good and harmless to donate” (3%) and that,“The blood
supply is small” (2%).Among the places where messages were seen, the top three
mentioned were TV (35%), medical institutions (27%) and newspapers (1 1%)

General Information about the Blood Donation Experiences
of the Sample

Almost half of the respondents (42%) had ever donated blood; of those 46%

were FRD and 48% were VNRD. One fourth (26%) had never donated but would
be able to do so,and 28% of respondents had never donated and did not intend
to do so (Chart |5).The socio-demographic characteristics of donors and non-
donors were significantly different. Typical donors were older (45 versus 35 years),
male (61% versus 34%), married (78.6% versus 59.8%), employed (56% versus 42%)
and had university degrees (29% versus 22%). Only 12% in the age group 18-29
had previously donated blood compared with 60% in the age group 50-60.A total
of 23% of respondents had ever received blood or blood products.

Practices of Blood Donors

The practices of those respondents who had donated blood (n=290) were assessed
in detail. The mean age at first donation was 24 years and the median age was 22
years.A mean of 2| years had lapsed since the year of first donation.The purpose
of donation was usually, “for anyone who needs blood” (53%) or,“for a relative/
friend” (41%). The reason for donating the first time was because, “someone

has asked” (42%), it was voluntary (29%) or, “in an organized manner from the
workplace or university” (26%). Only 2% had donated to earn extra vacation days.

An interesting correlation was observed: a significant proportion of donors had
received blood products compared with non-donors (45% versus 7%).Also, the
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type of donor correlated with age: younger people were less likely to be VNRD
(Chart 16).This shows again that FRDs are a relatively new phenomenon and that
older respondents were used to voluntary, non-remunerated donations.

Most of the donors did not have concerns when they first donated (69%). Of
the third who did, most concerns were general such as general fear (34%), fear
of fainting (21%), fear of pain (13%) and fear of medical institutions (7%). A total
of 19% were afraid of acquiring transfusion-transmissible infections. Donors had
high opinions about blood services and the staff of the blood centers as 90%
considered that the blood staff was friendly and the facilities were adequate.

Less than a quarter (24%) had donated blood more than once in the same year

of their first donation while 37% had donated again after more than a year and
another quarter (26%) had not donated again. More than half had donated blood
three or more times (52%).Another interesting fact is that 58% had donated more
than five years ago and only 31% had done so within the past five years (including
only 9% in the past year).

Regarding the immediate social network of donors, the majority (92%) knew
someone in the family or among relatives or friends who had donated blood: 35%
had friends, 22% had relatives and 27% had family members.This shows that blood
donation is widely known and practiced in the general population (Chart 7).

Among those who gave reasons other than,“no one has asked” (n=186), only 30%
had ever been asked to donate blood.When asked to donate, they did not for the
following reasons:“afraid to harm my health,” (38%) fear (19%), “afraid of acquiring
infections,” (15%) and “my health is poor” (15%).

When non-donors were asked if they intended to donate in the future, only 34%
answered positively, 52% answered negatively and 14% were not sure.There was,
however, a significant difference in intention among age groups: 51% of those aged
8-29 intended to donate with only 10% in the age group 50-60 (Chart 19).

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Those who did not intend to donate in the future (n=214) have mentioned the
following reasons:

“My health does not allow,” (46%) “concerned for health,” (22%) “afraid of
acquiring infections,” (11%) and fear of the procedure (10%) with other reasons
scoring less than 5%.

The majority of non-donors (79%) knew someone who had donated blood in
their families or among relatives or friends: 29% had friends, 17% had relatives and
32% had family members.The proportions were lower than among donors, but it
shows that regardless of blood donor status, awareness about blood donation and
knowing someone who had ever donated is high in the general population.
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CONCLUSION

The knowledge about blood, blood component use and donor eligibility is quite
high in Moldova, but there are several misconceptions that need to be addressed
in the communication strategy of the blood service: donating blood is safe for the
donor; no infections can be transmitted in the process. Blood components are
safe for recipients as well. In the past six years, all blood has been screened for
transfusion-transmissible infections using the same standards and in a centralized
manner, and no cases of infections transmitted through blood have been
registered.

The attitudes expressed by people were positive about the act of donating blood,
but there were fears of various origins about the process. Respondents also
expressed confusion about the difference between incentives and payment and
about the difference between VNRD and FRD. Most respondents favor FRD and
only one quarter considers VNRD to be the best option to donate blood.These
findings pose some difficulties in switching to a [00%VNRD system; step—by-step
strategies to switch from FRD to VNRD should therefore be employed.

Almost half the respondents had donated blood with equal shares of VNRD

and FRD, but many had donated more than five years ago.There were socio-
demographic differences between donors and non-donors as well in that only 10%
of those aged 18-29 had donated blood compared with 60% among those 50-60
years of age. Nevertheless, half of those aged 18-29 intended to donate blood in
the future.These findings prove that people were in the habit of donating blood
but that it is not the case anymore. Effective efforts to promote voluntary blood
donation should target youth.
